Nurturing parent-infant/toddler
interactions are critical to the developing
child in all areas of growth.

What Are Home
Visiting Programs?

Home Visiting programs provide services with
trained professionals for families who are
expecting, or who have children who have not
entered kindergarten.

They also support parents and families to
facilitate a healthier pregnancy and
understand their role as their child’s most
important teacher.

A positive early experience leads to greater
success during the school years. What a child
experiences in their first years of life make a big
difference in how their brain will develop and how
they will interact with the world throughout their life.

Home Visiting staff visit families in
their homes or an alternative
location to connect families with
community resources.
